
IMAGERY: COMPARISONS 
 

SIMILE: comparison using the words as or like. 

Example: Her hands were as cold as ice. 
 

METAPHOR: direct comparison but without using the words as or like. 

Example: Her hands were a block of ice. 
 

PERSONIFICATION: when we compare things or animals to people, 

giving them human features and traits. 

Example: The sunflowers talked cheerfully.
