Below are some suggested tasks for this week. Please be aware that some of these resources are on our 

school website and some you will need to create yourself. Take them as far as you would like to, but don’t 

forget to keep practising your skills to move forwards with your learning.  

English Spelling Maths  
3TS and 3B –Myths and Legends 
This week we will be starting an exciting 
new English topic – Myths and Legends. 
 
We will start with the adventure story - 
King Arthur and The Sword in the Stone. 
We would like you to read the story or 
ask an adult to read the story to you. 
What is an adventure?  What are the key 
features of an adventure story? 
 
 King Arthur was a legendary British 
leader and legends are stories that are 
handed down through generations - they 
are partly true. 
 
Now that you have read or listened to 
the story, we would like you to retell the 
story using the storyboard template. 
Remember, you will only need to write 
the main parts of the story in order. 
 
Please remember to write neatly and 
clearly using capital letters and full stops. 
There is space above your writing to 
draw a picture of that particular part of 
the story.

Please could you listen to your 
child read at least 3 times a week. The 
reading material can be anything from books, 
comics, game instructions to food labelling. 
This can still be recorded in your child’s 
reading record and initialled.

If you want to challenge yourself even 
further you can also look at ‘Revising 
Apostrophes in Contractions’ (3rd June) to 
really polish up your skills!

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Geography  Science PE  
For the next few weeks we’re going to be 
learning about a place which is completely 
different to Nettleham, Gibraltar Point 
Nature Reserve. First, we need to understand 
where Gibraltar Point is. Use a road atlas, 
ordnance survey map or Google maps to 
study our county. What can you see? Write 
down the different features. Look at which 
counties are around us. Which towns are 
inland or on the coast? How can we get to 
these places? Can you find Gibraltar Point?  
Now have a go at the questions on the 
sheet, using a map to help you. You might 
find the maps below helpful too.

Welcome to our new Science topic – 
Light and Shadows 
 
1. What is the Sun? What do we know 
about it? Is it a good or bad thing? How 
can the Sun harm us and how can we 
protect ourselves from it? Try to think of 
at least three ideas and draw a labelled 
diagram to explain them.  
 
2. Where does light come from? Some 
objects are light sources. This means 
they produce their own light. Make a list 
of as many light sources as you can. 
Now have a look at the BBC Bitesize 
lesson ‘Introduction to Light’ on 22nd 
April to learn some amazing facts about 
light.
