Addition and Subtraction of Decimals

Helpful hints

Day 1 - Addition of decimals

Q5 - Perimeter is the length around the outside of a closed shape

You are given the lengths of two sides of the rectangle. The opposite sides will be the same length. Before you
work out the perimeter label the missing side lengths. To work out the perimeter add together the length of all
the sides.

Day 2 - Subtraction of decimals (including decomposition)

You can spread Day 2 out over two days.

Do questions 1 - 5 on one day, then questions 6 - 9 on the next day.

Q1 - draw a place value chart like this

However, if you feel confident you could use the column subtraction method to work out the answers instead of
drawing out the place value chart.
